HOW TO APPLY

Visit our website

Whether you want to apply to a course starting in January or any of our courses starting in early 2024,
start by visiting tmc.ac.uk

Find your course

Browse our range of courses starting from January 2024 and select the course you'd like to study.

Apply online
Tap ‘Apply Now' and follow the application process.

You will be asked to create an account using an active email address and to set-up a password. Once you have an
account you will be able to track your application and subsequently enrol.

Receive your offer

Once you have applied, and depending on the requirements of the course, you will receive a conditional offer of a place
at the College via the applicant portal.

This means that you've got a place on the course with us, if you have the qualifications or experience we've asked for.

Enrolment

Once you've submitted your application online and have accepted your offer, you will need to follow the steps in the
Apply Portal to get ready for enrolment.

To finalise your enrolment you will need to visit us on campus, you can book an appointment online to visit us at the
campus you plan to study at in January. If you're studying a course at Openshaw you can enrol on any Wednesday from
10 to 31 January, 10am - 2pm. All other campuses will enrol on any Monday from 8 to 29 January, 10am - 2pm. You can
also walk in to any campus during the times and days stated without an appointment, but this will take you longer to
enrol.

16-18 FUNDING
AND SUPPORT

The most important thing to know about finance and funding if you're 16-18 years old,
is that you won't have to pay any course fees or exam costs while you study at The
Manchester College.

During your time with us, there may be other things you have to pay for though, including travel to and from the
College, food and drinks if you're on campus, and any additional costs for course kits or equipment.

As well as all the award-winning support you'll receive from our Advice and Support teams, we also have various
bursaries in place that formm The Manchester College’s Access to Industry Award, depending on your personal
circumstances and household income.

16-18 Access to Industry Award*

To be eligible for the 16-18 Access to Industry Award, students must meet the eligibility criteria:

+ Aged over 16

« Aged under 19 on 31 August 2023 (or 31 August 2022 for those students progressing to their second year of a two-year
enrolled study programme)

+ Aged between 19 and 24 and subject to a Learning Difficulty Assessment or Education and Health Care Plan
« Enrolled on a course at The Manchester College

« Eligible for Education and Skills Funding Agency (ESFA)

+ Have a good attendance pattern in line with the College expectations

« Meet the minimum criteria relating to household income of £35,000 or less.

You will receive your award support every week you are in College or when you are off-site as part of your studies, for
example, if you are on a work experience placement.

) TMC Go

Our travel support will not only help you with getting to and from College, it can also provide you with a way to explore
all the great places in Greater Manchester. Students that were aged 16 or 17 on 31st August 2023 and live in Greater
Manchester can travel to College and explore Greater Manchester via bus for free with OurPass. You can apply and find
out more at ourpass.co.uk

For students aged 16-18 who are not eligible for Our Pass and/or who live outside the Greater Manchester travel area
there is support available through TMC Go. Our TMC Go offer is subject to available funds, terms, conditions and
eligibility.

If you are awarded a bus pass, you will be able to load your travel pass onto your College ID using your smart phone or
tablet. If you misplace or lose your card, there will be a £2 administration charge for a replacement.

You will be eligible for TMC GO if:

« Your household income is less than £35,000 per year

« You are enrolled with The Manchester College.

Additionally, if you are eligible for Our Pass or TMC GO but are struggling to get to College by bus or it takes too long,
you can make an appeal for alternative transport methods which will be assessed by the bursary panel. We will look at
your individual circumstances and make awards for train or tram travel. Find out more and download an appeals form

Go Eat

As part of the Access to Industry Award, we provide up to £5.50 per day that will be loaded on to your College ID badge.
We also offer free tea and toast to students who are in College between 8.00am and 9.30am.

Depending on your course requirements, we will provide you with support towards your essential Kits, so you are able to
achieve and move forward in your chosen career path. We will work with your course department to ensure we provide
you with what you will need and in most cases at 100% of the cost

%@ Breaking Barriers

We understand that some students may need some extra support while studying. We have some very limited funds
available for the most vulnerable students. Our aim is to help you remove barriers to your learning. Speak with a
Student Careers advisor for more information. We can provide vouchers, or in some cases cash into UK bank accounts,
so please ensure you have loaded your details on your student portal.

We cannot provide cash to 16-18 year old Asylum Seekers living with parents/guardians.

O A Helping Hand (Vulnerable Support Bursary)

We understand that some students may need some extra support to overcome specific barriers while studying. Due to
changes in funding regulations, The Manchester College is changing how we pay the vulnerable bursary to students. All
students who are eligible for the award will receive:

« Free meals while in College and payments during half term
« Travel to their campus

« Course kits/uniforms if needed

« Support for industry placement workwear

« Supporting your next steps such as mock interviews

« Every student will receive a laptop and Wi-Fi connectivity to support their studies.

Get Smart

Get Smart is there to support you wjhen you are preparing to start a placement or attend work/university interview. We
know how expensive clothes can be. so let us help. We also know that when progressinf to university the UCAS fees can
be expensive.
